· Premierpore 10x15cm not Mepore 11x15cm
· Premierpore 10x20cm not Mepore 11x20cm

	Hydrofilm 
Hydrofilm Plus 
	· use in place of Tegaderm and Tegaderm plus pad

· use Hydrofilm Plus in place of “lite” range of foam products or as a secondary dressing in place of foams

	Activheal Foam Adhesive

	· use Activheal foam dressing in preference to all foams 
· consider Kliniderm super absorber or Flivasorb for heavier exudate

	· use in place of Mepilex for low to moderate exudate

	· use in place of Aquacel Extra with a secondary foam dressing

· for deeper wounds use Aquacel Extra with Hydrofilm Plus, Activheal Foam or Duoderm as secondary dressing

	· use in place of K-Band, Knit  Fix, Kontour, etc
